Moving a small army takes more discipline than I’'m familiar with,
but with proper communication and job assignment, everything
falls into place.

Sound guys, light guys, video guys, all bustling to insure an enjoy-
able performance for drenched Parrot Heads. Steve Morse writes in
The Boston Globe, “...enjoy they did, as a sold out crowd of 19,900
fans partied again to their chosen guru of escapism. And he clearly
tried to please them. He dispensed with intermission (saving the
tawn folks from another 20 minutes of wetness) and played 2 1/2
hours straight.

“It was not just a marathon show of energy, but was among the best
shows he has ever done at the Tweeter Center, which he continues
to call by it's original name, Great Woods. He trotted out hits, but
what made it special was the addition of eight new songs - the most
he has ever debuted at one time. They came from this year's album,
Far Side of the World, a musical travelogue enhanced by striking new
video clips of a trip he took to Africa.”

Oh, and the box is purple. Program Director Steve Huntington has
prepared material to discuss with Jimmy, always lsaving ample
time for timely topics.
